Treatment protocol using “Nobel Guide”

Treatment Planning Phase – General Dentist


• High quality, full arch impressions – maxillary and mandibular


• CR bites, stick bite.


• Photos – chin to forehead with stick bite, 1:2 front, 1:1 front, 


 retracted 1:2 front.


• Shade


• Face bow transfer.

Surgical Phase


• General dentist takes bite index with laboratory fabricated, 
radiographic guide (attached markers) in place.


• Patient takes radiographic guide and bite index to scan appointment.


• Two scans are taken:



A – with radiographic guide in patient’s mouth.



B – with radiographic guide alone.


• DICOM file is sent to surgeon and laboratory.


• Meeting with surgeon, general dentist, and laboratory to design 
Nobel Guide (2 hrs.).


• Phone conference approximately 2 days later to discuss any changes 
and confirm design.


• Order Nobel Guide – sent to laboratory.


• Laboratory fabricates master model, acquires temporary abutments, 
fabricates provisional/prototype, and custom tray (restorative phase).


• Surgical guide is forwarded to surgeon.


• Temporary abutments and provisionals are sent to general dentist.


• Surgery and temporization completed. 

Restorative Phase


• Meeting with surgeon, general dentist, and laboratory to discuss 
restorative materials, method – cement, screw, or bar retained.


• Full arch impressions – maxillary and mandibular, open tray for 
implant pick-up.


• Bite registrations – will vary depending on complexity. Opposing to 
abutments, opposing to provisionals. 


• Impression of approved provisionals.


• Stick bite, incisal edge/buccal position record.


• Photos – chin to forehead with stick bite, 1:2 front, 1:1 front, 


 retracted 1:2 front.


• Face bow transfer.
